The reason why the evangelism movement arose upon Paul is because He directly met 
Jesus Christ and received the commission. God’s plan was already upon him before creation to 
which the plan was fulfilled. It is the same as the Gospel movement of this time. The Gospel that 
you are enjoying is historical. Therefore, the historical work has no choice but to arise. You must 
keep this in mind.  
 

1. Wherever he went, there were the disciples.  
1) 4-5 : Having sought out the disciples  
2) 7 : Arrived at Ptolemais, and we greeted the brothers and stayed with them for one day.  
3) 8 : Came to Caesarea, and we entered the house of Philip  
4) 16 : And some of the disciples from Caesarea went with us. Cyprus and James.  

 
 

2. The reason Paul was so stern to go to Jerusalem.  
1) 19:21: After he went to Jerusalem, he said, “I must also see Rome.”  
2) 21:17-2: Report of the Gentile mission  
3) There was nothing else they did, but to give the report of the Gentile mission.  

(1) However, many people were stubborn and stuck in their own ways.  
(2) 21:13 Expressed himself  

4) 20:22 This is the only reason. - Constraint by the Spirit  
(1) Compelled by the Spirit of God. The complete guidance of the Holy Spirit.  
(2) It was God’s plan.  

 
 

3. Paul was in the depths of the Gospel and came to the answer.  
1) 21:21 Paul was all for circumcision. He taught the reason for the incorrect law that they 

fell into.  
2) 24: Take these men and purify yourself along with them and pay their expenses  

(1) He discarded all the unnecessary misconceptions that hindered the Gospel 
movement.  

(2) For them to live observance of the law.  
(3) Sacrifice to the idols, sexual immorality, from the blood, and what has been 

strangled. 
3) 27-40: Constrained by God’s plan
