5) Psalm 23:6 “Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life, and I shall dwell in 
the house of the LORD forever.” You must always be thankful to God for the amazing grace He has 
given to you.

8) You will live the life like the tree that is planted by the stream of water and yield its fruits in its 
seasons and the leaf will not wither. Also, He will lie you down in green pastures and lead you beside 
still waters. Even in the presence of the enemies, He will anoint your head with oil and your cup will 
overflow. Even though you walk through the valley of the shadow of death, He will always be with 
you.  

9) This amazing blessing, power, authority, and conquer is contained in the covenant of Jesus Christ and 
as you meditate on the Word of God day and night. Therefore, God promised that when He becomes 
your shepherd you shall not want.  

10) This is the reason why you must set the time to confess the covenant of Jesus Christ and hold to the 
authority of His precious blood. Even now, Satan is like a roaring lion seeking someone to devour. As 
you restore the covenant, may your life be in the green pastures as He leads you beside still waters.  

11) If you continue this, in the presence of the enemies, your cup will overflow and shall dwell in the 
house of the Lord forever.
